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Background

The Department of Community Correction (DCC) has been 
i i i f ff d i f ili f lmeasuring incarceration of offenders in a facility for several 

years as a performance measurement of the programs operating 
under its authority.  This incarceration, referred to as 
“recidivism,” seeks to determine if individuals under the 
supervision of DCC offend or re-offend while in the community.

Recidivism is defined as an offender who is returned to 
incarceration in a prison or community correctional facility.  It 
does not include offenders in a technical violator program 
operated by DCC.

By definition, offenders under parole have a history that includes 
incarceration in a prison or community correction center (CCC).
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A Change in the Sampling Methodology

In prior years, the DCC parolee recidivism rate was determined 
by taking a statistically representative sample of the total paroleeby taking a statistically representative sample of the total parolee 
population and reviewing each of the sample cases for a 
recidivist event.  This was necessary because of the size of the 
parolee population (over 19,000 offenders from the previous 
study).  Using a statistical tool to obtain a sample size for the 
given population, DCC then set the confidence interval (CI) at 
99% with a margin of error of +/ 3%99% with a margin of error of +/- 3%.

During the last year, DCC program evaluation staff refined a 
structured query language (SQL) program to review the entire 
parolee population for a recidivist event.  This allows the entire 
database to be examined for a recidivist event and eliminatesdatabase to be examined for a recidivist event and eliminates 
sampling the error rate.

Using this SQL, DCC was able to identify a total parolee 
population of 19,950 offenders who were admitted at some point 
of time during the study period (July 1, 2003 through June 30, 
2006)2006).
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Study Groups and Intake Cohorts

Parole Study Groups
Each year DCC studies parolees active in a three year window of time toEach year DCC studies parolees active in a three-year window of time to 
determine whether they have been re-incarcerated. Year boundaries 
conform to State fiscal years beginning in July and ending in June.

Intake Cohorts
In addition to race and sex, recidivism findings are analyzed by the year in 

hi h th idi i t fi t d itt d t P l ithi th b d f thwhich the recidivist was first admitted to Parole within the bounds of the 
three-year period under study. The group in which the parolee’s intake is 
placed is known as his intake cohort. These groupings allow recidivism 
findings to be analyzed according to known circumstances, such as staffing 
changes, that could have had an impact on recidivism.

2008 Parole Study Group2008 Parole Study Group
The 2007 parole study group included parolees who were admitted between 
July 1, 2002 and June 30, 2005. In October 2007, e-OMIS was queried for 
parolees with an intake date falling between July 1, 2005 and June 30, 2006. 

The results were combined with the last two cohorts of the previous 
recidivism study group to make up the new three year study group If therecidivism study group to make up the new three-year study group. If the 
parolee appeared in a previous (FY 04 or FY 05) cohort, was re-
incarcerated, and released to parole again in FY 06, then the offender 
remains with the earlier cohort. If, however, the parolee with an intake date 
in FY 06 had been assigned to the FY 03 cohort, his previous intake falls 
outside the current three-year window of study and is disregarded. In such 
case, the parolee is assigned according to his most current intake date.

The overall recidivism rate for the population under study is 
24.9%.  This represents 4,967 offenders regardless of the length 
of time between the intake date of the offender and the recidivist 
event.
