Requirements for Restitution Program

· Revocation of Probation by a judge

· Sentenced out of inmate status prior to completion of their sentence

· Sentenced directly by a judge 

Programs Available 

· Various programs are tailored to meet the needs of individuals in the Restitution Program

· Adult Basic Education (ABE) 

· General Equivalency Degree (GED) 

· Alcohol and Drug Counseling

· Mental Health Services

· Religious Services 

· Point system for good behavior and community service

Qualifiers for the Restitution Program 
· Residents must be a first time offender

· Resident must be in good mental and physical health

· Resident must be employable

· Resident must have a sincere desire to participate in the Restitution program

Disqualifiers for the Restitution Program 

· Convicted of a violent crime

· Convicted sex offender

· Offenders who have drug, alcohol, or emotional problems that would interfere with program participation
